Frequency Options
Individual Emails
Messages are delivered one at a time to your
inbox. This is the best option if you want to k
up on the latest posts immediately. Er
attachmets, if included in a message and allo
by your moderator, will be sent directly to you.
Daily Digest
Messages are delivered in batches of 25 or ¢
whichever comes sooner. This is the best opti
you want to receive fewer mail messages and
need up-tdhe minute posts in your inbox. Emr
attachments are not available in digests.
Only Special Announcements
This means you will receive email messages
when the group moderator posts a "Spt
Announcement" message. This is a good opti
you want to pass on day-tlay discussion for ve
busy groups but do want to receive impor
updates from the group moderator. Keep in r
that usage by each moderator will vary. (
moderator may choose to never use this featu
which case you wodl never receive emi
messages, or may choose to use it frequently.)
No Mail / Web Only
The best option to choose if you prefer to «
read messages on the web. Also useful if you
to temporarily put message delivery on hold,
example while you areon vacation. Howeve
keep in mind that (while rare) some groups dc
enable the "message archive" feature and for
groups it is not possible to read messages o
web. It is a moderator decision on whethe



enable the message archive feature.
Format Options
Full Featured
Includes links giving you instant access to
group features (photos, calendar, profiles, [
files, etc.), the ability to see all messages
topic, and a "recent activity module” provid
information on new activityn the group over tr
last seven days. Definitely the best choice
groups that use more than just the mes
features or groups where you want to
advantage of the message archive.
Traditional
Emails are delivered "as is", without the addi
of any links back to the group, except in the fo
of the email. The right choice if your email cli
does not effective support the "Full Featul
format.

The following are some guidelines to use in pagtin
messages.These guidelines are not intended to <
anyone from posting messages or other val
information. Rather, experiences with other $istve:
suggest that guidelines will keep our ls&trve runnin
smoothly and effectively.

The following types of messages are NOT appropriate
1) Marketing by list members or others.

2) Political announcements or petitions.

3) Political solicitation, including campaign magds.

4) Any other message not directly relatedoto of
particular interest to section membersThis categor
includes jokes (even funny onegjarnings about intern
scams and viruses and chain messages.

5) Any kind of inflammatory, discriminatoryr persone
attacks.
